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Under category VI. It was also alleged that some other eligible companies
such as M/s Action Ispat & power Ltd., M/S AML steel & Power Ltd.
Etc. which were recommended by ministry of steel under category 11(a),
implying better preparedness and better placed on most of other factors to
be considered by Screening Committee were not recommended by 36
