The students were given a scenario where they had to
argue and show their knowledge of litigation procedures, research, presentation skills and knowledge of law. The students had to apply the
law they have learnt into real life situations. The applicants began presenting their arguments to a team of jury. As the presentations were
made the jury scrutinized and sought clarity of their presentations. After they were finished the defendants had to pour water into the
applicant's arguments. It became evident that the Moot Court Competition is a good battery test for Law students as they were thrown into
the deep end.
