Present Tense (Revision)

The present tense forms of a French verb are roughly the equivalent of English forms he ...s, he
is ...ing, they are ...ing etc. Here is an example of a present tense form in French. It is from the
verb travailler meaning 'to work':

il travaille le samedi he works on Saturdays

il travaille aujourd'hui he is working today

Verb to be : étre, ( present tense )

Verb To have : Avoir ( present tense )

Verbs To live : Habiter ( present tense )

The French (imparfait) is a descriptive past tense which indicates an ongoing state of
being or a repeated or incomplete action. The beginning and end of the state of being or
action are not indicated, and the imperfect is very often translated in English as "was" or
"was ___ -ing." The imperfect can indicate any of the following:

For Example:

Quand j'étais petit, nous allions a la plage chaque semaine.
When | was young, we used to go to the beach every week.
I était midi et il faisait beau.

It was noon and the weather was nice.

Construction

We take the present-tense stem of the 1st person plural and add the following_endings (identical
for verbs of all groups):

er-verbs ir-verbs re-verbs
(nous aimons) (nous finissons) (nous vendons)

Future Simple

English forms its future tense using 'll (or will or shall): John'll be there at four; will | need to
confirm?. Additionally, English has progressive forms such as will you be needing it?. French
has a synthetic ("one-word") future tense form that is generally used in similar circumstances to
all these English forms with will ..., 'll be ...ing, shall be ...ing etc. We'll look in more detail below
at when to use the future tense. But to start with, we'll see how to form the French future tense.

the future tense consists of a 'future stem’, generally the same as the infinitive, plus an ending
depending on the subject. Here is the verb donner with all its future tense forms:

Subiject Stem Ending Form Meaning

je donner- -ai je donnerai I'll give, I'll be giving

tu donner- -as tu donneras you'll give, you'll be giving

il donner- -a il donnera I'll give, I'll be giving

nous donner- -ons nous donnerons we'll give, we'll be giving

Vous donner- -ez vous donnerez you'll give, you'll be giving

ils donner- -ont ils donneront they'll give, they'll be giving
Construction

We take the infinitive (for re-verbs, we remove the last ) and add the following endings:

person er-verbs ir-verbs re-verbs

1st person singular jaimerai je finirai je vendrai

2nd person singular tu aimeras tu finiras tu vendras

3rd person singular il/lelle/on aimera il/elle/on finira il/elle/on vendra
1st person plural nous aimerons nous finirons nous vendrons
2nd person plural vous aimerez vous finirez vous vendrez
3rd person plural ils/elles aimeront ils/elles finiront ils/elles vendront

The verbs avoir and étre are irregular.

person avoir étre
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person avoir étre
1st person singular jaurai je serai
